Overview:

Responsibilities and Duties: 

• Trash services, dusting, sweeping, vacuuming, cleaning glass doors and windows, 

cleaning bathrooms and stocking them with supplies 

• Maintaining a knowledge of cleaning products with the ability to use them safely and 

effectively 

• General labour activities for special projects including painting, furniture moving and 

other miscellaneous assignments as required 

• Notifying supervisor of cleaning and tissue stocks and assist in preparing orders for 

supplies 

• Notifying supervisor of any building deficiencies such as roof leaks, floor stains and 

unusual odors 

• Maintain awareness of the contents of the Medicine Hat Stampede Environmental 

Health and Safety Handbook

• Ability to work independently 

• Capable of working with internal and external teams and partners 

• Motivated and willing to participate in training programs 

• Ability to do manual physical labour, including walking large distances (i.e. 10,000 steps 

per day) 

• Ability to lift up to 30lbs and occasional lifting of up to 50lbs
