No exhibitor may make more than one entry in any one
class or they will be disqualified.

Any article that has been previously entered at the
Medicine Hat Exhibition and Stampede will NOT be
eligible for a prize.

In the absence of competition in any class, or if the
items are of inferior quality, the judges shall exercise
discretion as to whether they shall award 1%, 2" or any
prize.

On occasion, a miscellaneous class may be subdivided
at the discretion of the convener and/or the judges if
the number of entries warrant such action.

OInIy ONE 1%, 2" or 3" prize will be awarded in each
class.
